Revision of Section 401, Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the standard special provision, Revision of Section 401, Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement.  This revised standard special is 2 pages long and is dated July 3, 2008.  Use this revised standard special in projects with voids acceptance of hot mix asphalt, and on other projects as determined  by the Region Materials Engineer.  The use of this new standard special becomes mandatory on projects advertised on or after July 31, 2008.  But, you are encouraged to include it in projects advertised before this date.

This revision replaces and makes obsolete a standard specification of the same title dated November 15, 2007.  It increases the allowable reclaimed asphalt pavement in the top lift to 20 percent from 15 percent.  This is because recent studies have shown that up to 20 percent of reclaimed asphalt pavement can be used safely in the top lift without the risk of introducing thermal cracking.   

Those of you who keep books of Standard Special Provisions should replace the now obsolete standard special provision with this one.
A new Index of Standard Special Provisions is attached for your reference.
