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Quality Assurance Review Recommendations for Work Zone Traffic Control 
The purpose of this Local Agency Bulletin is to serve as a reminder to ensure that the work zone traffic control requirements included in this bulletin are addressed on all federal aid construction projects.  One of the recommendations from the CDOT/FHWA Local Agency Quality Assurance Review for Methods of Handling Traffic (MHTs) was to re-emphasize these specific federal requirements for work zone traffic control in order to increase consistency on federal aid projects.  

The review of work zone traffic control on Local Agency administered projects is the responsibility of the Local Agency and the Contractor personnel, whether the project is on a local road or state highway.   Best practices for insuring quality traffic control encourages regular review of the Contractor’s traffic control and that these reviews are documented within the project file.  A copy of the CDOT Traffic Control Review form can be obtained from the CDOT Region Local Agency Coordinators. 
The following requirements apply to work zone traffic control procedures on all Local Agency administered projects with oversight/monitoring by CDOT:

1)  CDOT Policy (Policy Memo #22) and Federal Regulations (Work Zone Mobility Rule, 23 CFR 630 Subpart J) require that personnel involved in the development, design, implementation, operation, inspection, and enforcement of work zone related transportation management and traffic control be trained, appropriate to the job decisions each individual is required to make.  Similar to CDOT personnel, Local Agency personnel and their consultants need to take a 2 day Traffic Control Supervisor training class from either ATSSA or CCA and then maintain this certification by taking a 4-8 hour refresher class once every three years.  A copy of the certification shall be made available upon request.  
2)  Section 630 of both the CDOT Standard Specifications and the Construction Manual state that the traffic control on projects is inspected at night at least once per week and when a new MHT is implemented to ensure that traffic control devices are in compliance with the MUTCD.  A copy of the inspections should be documented and retained in the project file. 
3)  CDOT Standard Specifications subsection 630.14 and Federal Regulations (23 CFR 634) require that all workers working within public right of way on a federal-aid project to wear the appropriate high visibility garments (ANSI Class 2 for daytime and ANSI Class 3 for nighttime).  Hardhats shall also have a minimum of 10 square inches of reflective material,  when personnel are working at night. 
Local Agencies should ensure that they are in compliance with the above requirements to maintain eligibility for federal-aid funds.
