	prodesc: The RCF 2.4 includes a lens that can alternately display a steadily illuminated circular 12" red LED lens and a flashing circular 12" yellow LED lens to control traffic without the need of a flagger in the immediate vicinity of the Automated Flagger Assistance Device (AFAD) or on the roadway.  A rear facing 4" amber LED lamp provides phase status to workers.  It includes an 8ft gate arm that descends to a position across the approach lane of traffic. The gate arm is fully reflectorized on both sides with vertical alternating red and white stripes.  Power supply comes from four six volt deep cycle batteries, 99 watt solar array, 15 amp smart charger with external plug for connection to a 120 VAC source.  Radio transceiver rated to operate in environments up to 90% humidity in temperatures ranging from -40°F to +185°F with a spread spectrum frequency hopping with 10 available patterns.  Hand Held Radio Remote Control powered by 4 AA batteries, splash resistant, 2 second delay to prevent accidental activation, Red LED indicator light confirms receipt of communication between hand held and machine.

	produse: To be operated by a traffic control person via remote control for daytime, short-term traffic control in work zones.
	prodbene: The RCF 2.4 provides positive, visual vehicle control from its highly visible gate arm and LED lights.  Flaggers are safe during control of traffic being able to stand at a safe location.  User friendly controller design.  One flagger can control one or two units with clear line of sight using a Hand Held Remote.  It's lightweight design provides quick set up time.  Convenience and efficiency in assigning inventory due to controllers being able to be designated as primary unit or a secondary unit.  Cost of operation is much less than typical costs for human flaggers.  Typical return on investment is 8 months - no ROI with human flaggers.
