EPA is currently developing a Sustainability Plan and has organized their research program around sustainability. One national program which the TERC may utilize in the near future is: The National Atlas for Sustainability - a web-based, easy-to-use, mapping application that allows users to view and analyze multiple ecosystem services in a specific region.

	 MAP-21 Environmental Process Changes and Impacts (FHWA, Bill Haas/Stephanie Gibson) – The Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP-21) went into effect October 1, 2012. Funding surface transportation programs at over $105 billion for fiscal years (FY) 2013 and 2014, MAP-21 is the first long-term highway authorization enacted since 2005. MAP-21 represents a milestone – it transforms the policy and programmatic framework for investments to guide the growth and development of the country’s transportation infrastructure.  MAP-21 provides an array of provisions designed to increase innovation and improve efficiency, effectiveness, and accountability in the planning, design, engineering, construction and financing of transportation projects. Building on FHWA’s “Every Day Counts” initiative, MAP-21 changes will speed up the project delivery process, saving time and money for individuals and businesses, and yielding broad benefits nationwide.
